E.24 | Patent Rights

In the event of any claim asserted by a third party of infringement of copyright, patent, trademark, industrial
design rights, etc. arising from the use of the Goods or any part thereof in India, the Vendor shall act
expeditiously to extinguish such claim. If the Vendor fails to comply and the Bank is required to pay
compensation to a third party resulting from such infringement, the Vendor shall be responsible for the
compensation to claimant including all expenses, court costs and lawyer fees. The Bank will give notice to the
Vendor of such claim, if it is made, without delay. The Vendor shall indemnify the Bank against all third party
claims.

E.25 | Change Orders

The Bank may, at any time, by a written order given to the Vendor, make changes within the general scope of the
Contract for place of delivery and vendor has to accept without any extra cost to Bank.

E.26 | Contract Amendments

The contractor has to execute agreement with Bank. No variation in or modification of the terms of the Contract
shall be made, except by written amendment, signed by both the parties.

E.27 | Termination for Default

The Bank, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of Contract, by a written notice of default sent to the

Vendor, may terminate the Contract in whole or in part:

(a) If the Vendor fails to deliver any or all of the Products and Services within the period(s) specified in the
Contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the Bank;

Or

E.28 | Termination for Insolvency

E.29 | Termination for Convenience
